Please DO NOT USE Pencils, 
Biros or Crayons. Ensure that all drawings and names are clear.

TIP: If you would like to add 
a logo or message onto your 
design, leave a space so we 
can add it in for you.

TIP: You can either ask your guests to draw their portrait 
beforehand, gather them up and have the tea towels ready 
to present on your day, or have them draw their portraits 
on your big day as a fun and creative activity and send the 
tea towels out to your guests as a later date!

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Step 3. Once your happy with your images, please layout and then stick your images onto 
the layout sheet(s). If you’re not using the sticky back paper, please ensure that the paper 
has been stuck down evenly and securely with a strong adhesive. DO NOT USE blue tac to 
stick you images down.

Tea Towels - If you would like to use one of our decorative borders, please place your 
images up to the dotted line on the tea towel layout sheet (65 x 35cm).  If you do not require a 
border or would like a plain line border, please stick you images up to the solid blue line on 
the layout sheet (72cm x 42cm).

Bags - Please place your designs up to the solid blue line on the bag layout sheet (30 x 32cm).

Step 4. Once you are happy with your layout(s), please send your completed order form and 
layouts to Stuart Morris Textiles, Hilltop Print Studio, Crockatt Road, Hadleigh, Su�olk, IP7 
6RD. Please send this as recorded delivery. Alternatively, if you have digitally completed your 
design send the design and order form to: sales@stuartmorris.co.uk

Step 5. Once we receive your order we will send you an order confirmation. A design proof 
will be sent to you within one week of us receiving the design. YOU MUST send us an 
approvals email before we can proceed to print. Please allow 3-4 weeks from your approval 
of the design, to delivery of order. Invoice by email will follow shortly after dispatch.
